WHEREAS the PE invited Tenders for certain goods and ancillary services, viz.,
Supply of One (1) Unit Motor Grader 165-199 HP and has accepted a Tender by the
Supplier for the supply of those goods and services in the sum of Tanzania Shillings
Nine Hundred Thirty Eight Million Eight Hundred Eight Thousand Only
(938,808,000.00) VAT inclusive for delivery period of four (4) months from the date
of contract signing (hereinafter called “the Contract Price”).

NOW THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSETH AS FOLLOWS:

1. In this Agreement words and expressions shall have the same meanings as are
respectively assigned to them in the Conditions of Contract referred to.

performance of its obligations hereunder impossible or
so impractical as reasonably to be considered
impossible in the circumstances. and includes, but is
not limited to, war, riots, civil disorder, earthquake,
tire, explosion, storm, tlood, epidemics, or other
adverse weather conditions, strikes, lockouts or other
industrial action (except where such strikes, lockouts
or other industrial action are within the power of the
Party invoking Force Majeure to prevent), confiscation
or any other action by Government agencies.

Specification means the Specification of the Works
included in the Contract and any modification or
addition made or approved by the Project Manager.

The Supplier is the person, whether natural or legal
whose Tender to deliver goods or services has been
accepted by the Employer

The Supplier's Tender is the completed Tender

The proceeds of the performance security shall be payable
to the PE as compensation for any loss resulting from the
Supplier’s failure to complete its obligations under the

by a reputable bank, or an insurance bond issued by a
reputable insurance firm located in the United
Republic of Tanzania or abroad, acceptable to the PE,

The performance security will be discharged by the PE and
returned to the Supplier not later than thirty (30) days following
the date of completion of the Supplier’s performance obligations
under the Contract, including any warranty obligations, unless
otherwise specified in SCC.

Prices charged by the Supplier for incidental services, if not
included in the Contract Price for the Goods, shall be agreed
upon in advance by the parties and shall not exceed the
prevailing rates charged to other parties by the Supplier for

similar services.

Spare Parts

any or all of the following materials, notifications, and
information pertaining to spare parts manufactured or
distributed by the Supplier:

Such spare parts as the PE may elect to purchase from the
Supplier, provided that this election shall not relieve the
Supplier of any warranty obligations under the Contract;

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Warranty

18.1

The Supplier warrants that the Goods supplied under the
Contract are new, unused, of the most recent or current models
and that they incorporate all recent improvements in design and
materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. The
Supplier further warrants that all Goods supplied under this
Contract shall have no defect, arising from design, materials, or
workmanship (except when the design and/or material is
required by the PE, specifications) or from any act or omission of
the Supplier, that may develop under normal use of the supplied
Goods in the conditions prevailing in the United Republic of
Tanzania.

16.2

This warranty shall remain valid for a period specified in the
SCC after the Goods, or any portion thereof as the case may be,
have been delivered to and accepted at the final destination
indicated in the Contract, or for a period specified in the SCC
after the date of shipment from the port or place of loading in
the source country, whichever period concludes earlier, unless
specified otherwise in SCC.

18.3

The PE shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing or in
electronic forms that provide record of the content of
communication of any claims arising under this warranty.

18.4

Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, within the period
specified in SCC and with all reasonable speed, repair or replace
the defective Goods or parts thereof, without costs to the PE
other than, where applicable, the cost of inland delivery of the
repaired or replaced Goods or parts from EXW or the port or
place of entry to entry to the final destination.

If the Supplier, having been notified, fails to remedy the defect(s)
within the period specified in SCC, the PE may proceed to take
such remedial action as may be necessary, at the Supplier’s risk
and expense and without prejudice to any other rights which the
PE may have against the Supplier under the Contract.

cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the Supplier’s
notice, the Procuring Entity shall evaluate the situation and may at
its discretion extend the Supplier’s time for performance, with or
without liquidated damages, in which case the extension shall be
ratified by the parties by amendment of Contract.

Staff must not give, offer, promise, accept, request or authorise a
bribe (or omit to take any other step that might amount to an offence
under any applicable anti-bribery and corruption laws). Staff must
also be aware that, under the UK Bribery Act 2010, it is an offence for
a commercial organisation (such as the Group) to fail to prevent
bribery by a person associated with it. All payments or gifts which
might amount to bribery are forbidden under the terms of this policy
and may result in the immediate dismissal of any staff involved in
their payment or receipt and/or the termination of a business
relationship.

Recklessness or “wilful blindness” in respect of any such incident is
also likely to be in contravention of applicable laws and/or regulations
and will amount to a breach of this policy.

A more detailed explanation of what constitutes a bribe is set out in
paragraph 3.2 of this policy.

Bribery and corruption are also wholly incompatible with the Group’s
Code of Business Ethics attached and the general standards of probity
expected of all of the Group’s staff.

Corruption or corrupt behaviour is any form of unethical business
practice. Such behaviour may include the giving or receiving of bribes.

The Group maintains appropriate internal records and controls to
evidence the legitimate business reasons for granting gifts or benefits
to third parties and the frequency and nature of such gifts or benefits.
Such internal records are maintained by the Finance Manager in each
territory detailed in the organisational chart annexed hereto. Through
maintaining accurate and transparent books, records and financial
reporting, the Group intends to create a more difficult environment
for anyone trying to implement or hide a bribe.

It is not permitted to establish accounts or internal budgets for the
purpose of facilitating bribes or influencing transactions.

3.5 Gifts and hospitality

The Group’s detailed palicy on gifts and business entertainment is set
out in the Gifts, Rewards and Hospitality Policy attached. As a general
rule:

3.5.1.1 reasonable and appropriate hospitality (given and
received); or

3.5.1.2 the giving of a ceremonial gift on a festival or at
another special time or as token of thanks

will be acceptable where it is: (i) proportionate; (ii) in keeping with
usual business practice; (iii) in furtherance of an identifiable and
legitimate business purpose; (iv) in compliance with all applicable
laws and regulations; and (v) properly recorded. Factors such as
timing, relative value and effect on the recipient must also be
considered.

Where the recipient of a gift or hospitality is a public official (or an
associate of a public official), a stricter standard of behaviour is
required. The term “public official” should be interpreted widely and
should be taken to encompass, for example, members of local or
national governments and officials or agents of international
organisations. All staff should seek clearance from the relevant
Territory Manager before offering, giving, accepting, promising,
requesting or authorising gifts or hospitality in relation to a public
official.

Facilitation payments are payments (usually small) made directly to
public officials in arder to facilitate routine government action.

Facilitation payments, whether they be large, repeated, planned or
otherwise made, are not permitted under this palicy and the Group
will not condone them. If a facilitation payment is demanded, it
should not be made and the relevant Territory Manager must be
consulted in the first instance. Where a facilitation payment has been
demanded, the relevant Territory Manager may consider such
demand on a case-by-case basis, including having regard to whether
there may be any element of duress involved in such demand.

Payments made through official government agency channels which
are not for the direct personal benefit of an individual public official or
employee are not prohibited for the purposes of this policy.

3.7 Risk assessment

The Group and each of its businesses must perform a risk assessment
exercise to identify and address bribery and corruption risk. Risk
assessments should be comprehensive, conducted on a periodic basis
and identify staff and third parties who are considered to be higher
risk (for example, those who operate in a high-risk jurisdiction,
operate in a market sector that is perceived to be high-risk or who
otherwise perform activities in connection with which there is
perceived to be a high risk of bribery).

The Group must apply controls tailored to manage the risks identified
through the risk assessment process and the appropriateness of such
controls should also be considered and reviewed periodically. These
controls should, amongst other things, include the taking of steps to
ensure that all staff have received and understood the Group’s
policies in respect of bribery and corruption and where appropriate,
should consider whether any training should be provided to staff in
order to ensure that they fully understand the particular risks
inherent within their business areas.

3.8 Due diligence

3.8.1

It is important that any company in the Group engaging a third party
to act for, or on behalf of, the Group takes appropriate steps to
ensure that the third party’s actions and behaviour will not reflect
poorly on the Group or expose the Group to potential criminal
liability. Amongst other things, this means the Group must perform
sufficient due diligence on third parties to ensure it is appropriate that
they represent the Group.

382 A proportionate approach to such due diligence procedures should be
followed, with particular care taken with respect to arrangements
with consultants, agents or third parties who assist in securing
business, arrange introductions to key business and government
decision-makers, act according to local customs which are
incompatible with this policy, or provide services in higher-risk
jurisdictions. Each potential arrangement should be considered on a
case by case basis.

3.83 Under circumstances where it is demonstrable that a third party has
in place robust anti-bribery and corruption procedures, it would
clearly be appropriate to place reliance on this, although the existence
of such procedures of themselves alone should not be taken to
obviate the need for any other due diligence to be undertaken.

4 Expectations of the Group

4.1 The prevention, detection and reporting of bribery and corruption is the
responsibility of all employees throughout the Group.

4.2 It is vital that the Group's staff report suspected or actual instances of bribery or
other corrupt practices, on a confidential basis, by contacting the relevant Territory
Manager or Group HR Directors as set out in the organisational chart annexed
hereto.

5 Further guidance

5.1 Inevitably, decisions as to what is acceptable may not always be easy, particularly
in the absence of minimum legal standards or where such standards are poorly
enforced. If anyone is in doubt as to the propriety of an act or whether a potential
act constitutes bribery or corruption, the matter should be referred to their
immediate manager or supervisor or Compliance Officer.

5.2 The Group recognises that the risks it faces will change over time, which will in part
be due to the changing nature and scale of the Group’s activities and to the
jurisdictions and market sectors in which it operates. The Group and its directors
are committed to monitoring external and internal developments and changes and
reviewing this policy periodically in the light of such changes.

5.3 Further guidance regarding what the Group regards as unethical can be found in
the Code of Business Ethics attached.
