GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT FOR
LOCAL PURCHASE ORDER



1.0 Definitions

“The Contract” means the agreement entered into between the
Purchaser and the Supplier, including all specifications, plans,
drawings or other documents and conditions which may be referred to
in the Contract.

“The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the
Contract  for the full and proper performance of its contractual
obligations.

“The Goods” means raw materials, products, equipment and other
physical objects of every kind and description, whether in solid, liquid
or gaseous form, electricity, intangible asset and intellectual property,
as well as services incidental to the supply of the goods provided that
the value of services does not exceed the value of the goods themselves.

“The Incidental Services” means those services ancillary to the supply
of the Goods, such as transportation and insurance, and any other
incidental services, such as installation, commissioning, provision of
technical assistance, training, and other such obligations of the Supplier
covered under the Contract.

“The Purchaser” means the Government Entity purchasing the Goods,
as named in the SCC.

“The Supplier” means company, corporation, organization, partnership or
individual person supplying goods or services, hiring equipment or providing
transport services and who is, according to the contract, a potential party or
the party to procurement contract with the PE.

2.0  Eligibility

The Supplier and its Subcontractors shall have the nationality of an
eligible country. A Supplier or Subcontractor shall be deemed to have
the nationality of a country if it is a citizen or constituted, incorporated,
or registered, and operates in conformity with the provisions of the
laws of that country.

Except as provided under GCC 24, a delay by the Supplier in the
performance of contractual obligations may render the Supplier liable
to the imposition of liquidated damages pursuant to GCC 22, unless an
extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC 21.2 without the
application of liquidated damages.

22,0 Liquidated Damages

221

Subject to GCC 24 and if stated in the SCC if the Supplier fails to
deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the
Contract, the Purchaser may, without prejudice to all its other remedies
under the contract, deduct from the Contract Price, as liquidated
damages, a sum equivalent to the percentage specified in the SCC of
the performance, up to a maximum deduction of the percentage
specified in the SCC. One the maximum is reached the Purchaser may
terminate the contract pursuant to GCC 23.

23.0 Termination for Default

231

The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of
Contract, by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, may
terminate this Contract in whole or in part:

(a) if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to
perform the works or services within the period(s) specified in
the Contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the
Purchaser pursuant to GCC 21; or

(b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under
the Contract.
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
